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Duties of an Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion
Before Mass

· Arrive at least 15 minutes before mass begins

· Wear appropriate/modest clothing (no shorts, t-shirts, flip-flops, etc.)

· Check in with the Mass Coordinator

· Ask about any changes to the Mass that you should be aware of (i.e. Baptism, RCIA Rite, etc.)
· Verify your position

· Help setup if needed

During Mass
· Offertory
· At the 5:30pm or 8am – help with the procession of gifts if requested by your Mass Coordinator
· At the 11am – if you are a cup bearer you are part of the procession of gifts. After the offertory basket has passed you go to the gift table. Hand items to Father.
· Sign of Peace
· Stand behind the altar

· Check and make sure all items from the Credence Table are on the Altar

· Use the hand sanitizer located on the Credence Table or on the stand behind the presider’s chair.

· Once you have done that, stand in a semi-circle behind the altar

· When Fr. turns to distribute communion to you, please consume (typically Fr. has already received communion).
· When Fr. turns to present the cup, if you are a cup bearer, please step forward to take the cup, receive the Precious Blood and then turn to share the Precious Blood with the others in the semi-circle.  
· Fr. will hand plates to those who are to distribute the Body of Christ.
· Take your position for communion after all have received their vessel
· Be mindful of disabled persons in your section who are to be served at their seats.
· After Communion

· Ensure all items are removed from the altar except the corporal, ciborium and the pyxes. Those will be removed by the Mass Coordinator and Altar Server.
· Place your vessel (cup or plate) on the small table outside the Sacristy 
· Cover your vessel with purificator.
· Stand in the alcove (by small table) until the ciborium is returned to the Tabernacle. Then all return to their seats.
After Mass

· Go to the Sacristy and help consume any remaining Precious Body and Blood. All crumbs and wine must be consumed.  
· Please consume in silence.
· Rinse vessels and consume that water.
· Wash vessels with soap and water, dry and put away.
Special Circumstances:

· If for some reason you or a parishioner would drop the Body of Christ, pick it up.  If it cannot be consumed, save it to be buried after Mass.  

· If for some reason, precious blood would spill, it is preferred that paper towels are used to wipe it up, so the paper towels can be buried after Mass.

· All consecrated bread and wine must be consumed or buried.
· Please remember to be silent and reverent when consuming the remaining body and blood.
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
